Born in Turin on August 16th 1956. Got his DVM at the University of Turin on November 1981.
Since 1983 he has been working at the School of Veterinary Medicine of Turin a the Surgery
Section, firstly as an assistant and then as an associate professor. From March 2000, he is full
professor of Veterinary Surgery (companion animals) at the same School (now in Grugliasco,
Turin). He is mainly a soft tissue and oncology surgeon.

During the period September 1987 - December 1988 he was a visiting assistant professor at
the School of Veterinary Medicine of the Purdue University (West Lafayette, Indiana, USA) during
which he focused his work on both diagnosis and treatment of canine and feline spontaneous
tumors. During the following year, he attended several educational training courses at the
Veterinary Teaching Hospital of Fort Collins (Colorado) and Raleigh (North Carolina), always in
the field of veterinary oncology.

In June 1998 he passed the exam and became an ECVS diplomate (small animals); from
2005 to 2008 he was a member of the examination committee of the same college and, in 2007, he
was the chair of the committee. In July 2013 he was elected in the Board of ECVS. He is a member
of the Veterinary Cancer Society (VCS), the European Society of Veterinary Oncology (ESVONC),
the Societa Italiana di Chirurgia Veterinaria, and the European College of Veterinary Surgeons
(ECVS). From 2007 to 2010 he was president of the Societa Italiana di Oncologia Veterinaria
(SIONCOV). Since May 2006 he is a honorary member of VSSO (Veterinary Society of Surgical
Oncology, USA). He has been a speaker in many national and international congresses and courses.
He is author/coauthor of more than 250 papers (including the congress proceedings), both in
national and international journals; finally, he is author of several chapters on veterinary and
surgical oncology on both Italian and English written books.
